Matters Arising

117. Parking on Richmond Ave, Sgt. Grey reported he had seen nothing untoward.

118. Traffic calming on Burnley Rd., it was felt that the Parish Council had not been consulted fully as to what was being erected i.e. chevrons or bollards, both of which caused problems for horse riders.

Nuisance on Broading Close

D. Heginbotham asked for enquiries to be made re disused toilets both he & S. Large would not make any promises due to the impending County Elections, as with the ongoing problems of gypsies in lay-by. Any outcome to these issues must be in consultation with the Parish Council.

E. Rawlinson passed on his thanks for the quality of work undertaken by lengthsman. The issue of the lengthsman’s store could be resolved by negotiations with Worsthorne re a secure building.

K. Whittle concerned that any proposals for change of use at the Holme need to be addressed so as not to be left with a redundant building. Grants may be available from English Heritage.
