Minutes of the Annual General Meeting of the Cliviger Parish Council held on 5th May 2006 in the Village Hall

A point was raised by Councillor Heginbotham regarding the validity of electing a new Chair when the newly elected Councillors were not in place. The instruction from the Electoral Officer was that new Councillors were not in place until 8th May 2006. Other Councillors voiced the same opinion and it was agreed to have a vote. A majority agreed that the new Councillors should be in place for the A.G.M.

Councillor Heys as retiring Chair, said he had had a good year and praised the continuing good work carried out by the lengthsman.

Residents commented to him their disgust at the lack of service provided by Streetscene cleansing services and the amount of precept money required to provide the lengthsman’s services.

Councillor Heginbotham commented that Cliviger is contracted for street cleaning every 4 weeks if necessary.

In conclusion. Councillor Heys thanked all Councillors for their support throughout his time as Chair, he paid particular thanks to the outgoing Councillors, J. Haycock, M Bentley and D. Morgan and paid tribute to the late Philip Walsh.

The new Parish Councillors, D. Heginbotham and M. Hines were invited to take their place on the Council. 

Minutes of the last A.G.M.

The minutes of the last meeting were read out. There was just one point of issue, the continuing complaints of the Borough Council’s cleansing services. Councillor Towneley suggested that further complaints be directed to the Ombudsman.

· D. Heginbotham proposed that in future, residents be given three minutes each to raise any issues they have and that those issues are addressed at the meeting.

· F. Brennan reported that the agent for the applicant of the proposed golf range is to have a meeting with Planning Services at Borough Council. He recommended all Parish Councillors to attend the meeting.

· D. Heginbotham has contacted the bus company regarding the disruption to services caused by roadworks on Burnley Road. He suggested they direct buses to Burnley via Burnley Road; their reply was that the buses were to be re-routed via Red Lees Road for the duration of the roadworks.

· G. Smith had a letter from United Utilities dated 2005 stating that the roadworks would be completed by 31st March 2006. 

The Chair invited further discussion from the floor.

Thanks were expressed for the outgoing Chair, E. Heys and outgoing Councillors for their work.

There was a suggestion that the lengthsman clear rubbish throughout the village but it was pointed out that street cleansing was not in his remit. The lengthsman is subsidised by L.C.C. and has certain duties to perform on their behalf such as bridleways and stiles.

A resident from Hapton who attended the meeting commented that all villages should complain about the lack of cleansing in their areas and the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister should be lobbied for the appointment of village caretakers.

Members from C.R.A.C.A. met with Mr. Anwar from Burnley Borough Council’s Sports Development Team. They discussed the possibility of grants towards transport to encourage young people to participate in sporting activities in various locations.

P.C. Grey was requested to bring crime statistics relating to the village to each meeting.

The Parish is to write to the Health Authority to protest about the proposed changes to the service.

Future agendas will be laminated and extra copies produced so that they can be displayed on all the Parish notice boards.

The Chair concluded the meeting by thanking the outgoing Chair and Councillors for their time and effort the have put in to Parish Council work over the years.
