65 Minutes.

The minutes of the last meeting were approved & signed by the Chair.

66 Matters Arising.

Councillor Large proposed organising double yellow lines outside St. John’s school to alleviate the problem of double parking. Councillor Tony Martin’s office at L.C.C. are drawing up a plan which may involve speaking to the brewery re their land at the back of the Ram for use as a car park.

The inconsiderate parking at the bottom of Longfield Terrace seems to have been resolved.

The clerk will contact Streetscene at Burnley Borough Council again re street cleaning throughout the Parish.

Worsthorne Estate has responded re the dislodged grate on Overtown Farm, saying it was the responsibility of the tenant.

Councillor Smith has received further correspondence from Community Futures regarding claw back of monies paid to the Parish Council. She is pursuing the matter further with the Director of the Countryside Agency and  Northwest Regional Office. If a satisfactory conclusion has not been reached by the next meeting, the Parish Council are to seek advice from Burnley Borough Council’s Legal Services.

67 Proposed Golf Range at Higher Red Lees.

Councillor Brennan updated the meeting on the proposal.

68 Capital Opportunities Fund.

Councillor Heginbotham confirmed there are funds available to be shared by both Cliviger and Worsthorne.

He has requested fido bins and dog fouling signs from Streetscene at Burnley Borough Council. He suggested that developing Burnley Road as a Gateway to Burnley could come out of the funding. This would include the planting of trees and developing Rattenclough lay-by, although County Councillor Martin has not responded with any proposals for the lay-by.

Bollards at Park Road as part of a traffic calming measure was another suggestion as was re-routing the buses.

Councillors are to request an informal meeting with Mr. A. Scholes before the next Parish Council meeting.

70 Correspondence.

There were no objections to the planning application received.

71 Any Other Business.
