Minutes of Cliviger Parish Council Meeting held on 21/04/06 in the Village Hall

Present: Councillor E. Heys in the Chair

Also present: P.C. G. Grey, Borough Councillor D. Heginbotham, County Councillors S. Large and T. Martin and several residents.

Comments were invited from residents:

· Notification of Parish Council meetings not printed in the Burnley Express

· There was insufficient notice given by the Borough Council of Parish Council elections.

· Update required on the request for a lighting column on the path between Broading Close & Millbrook.

Minutes.

The minutes of the last meeting were agreed & signed by the Chair.

Matters Arising.

It was suggested that the fido bin which has been removed from a ginnell adjacent to property on Red Lees Road be resited on the opposite side of the road about 20 yards from the bus stop.

L.C.C. need to respond to previous request re dangerous footpath between Broading Close & Millbrook.

Capital Opportunities Fund. 

 Any money spent is at the discretion of the three ward Councillors and estimates for any proposed ventures are needed. The Parish Council is still waiting to be reimbursed from the fund for money spent on the boundary stones.

The Parish Council are to request that the Borough Council review their policy on the allocation of the money and allow a sum of money to be used as part of the lengthsman’s work.

Conclusion of Annual Audit.

The Audit was agreed by the external auditors with the recommendation that 2005/6 audit be submitted by 30/9/06.

Rattenclough Lay-by.

County Councillor T. Marin was invited to speak about the lay-by and other highway issues.

It has been impossible in the past to deter travellers from parking up on the lay-by.

He said the intention was to block off the lay-by permanently by erecting 3 metre railing with gates and create a footpath. The design must deter fly tipping. The Parish Councillors suggested mounding the area but Cllr.Martin pointed out that it would be more expensive as the existing drains on the site would be affected.

Council Taxpayers pay a large precept towards the cost of the police, who have the power to move on travellers when there are 10 vehicles or more.

The Council is under no obligation to accommodate a bus turning point on the lay-by.

There is a trader on the site licensed by L.C.C. who will be invited to the next Parish Council meeting to discuss the proposals for the site.

A vote was taken to close the lay-by which was agreed by a majority.

There has been another serious accident on Burnley Road resulting in the road being closed. It was suggested that slow down awareness signs be erected on lampposts along the road.

The problems of the junction of Mount Lane and Park Road were discussed. If Mount Lane were made one way, the bus company would not use it, having an impact on residents. A bollard is to be put in place to deter vehicles from mounting the pavement.

Vacancy of Councillor.

When the new councillors sign the declaration of acceptance, they will be able to co-opt a new member at the next meeting.

Correspondence.

There were no objections to any planning applications.

Any Other Business.

Cllr. Haycock complained about football being played on the bowling green. Any anti-social behaviour seen on the bowling green should be reported to the Community Policeman.

There have been empty alcohol bottles strewn throughout the Parish, any being supplied to under 18’s should be reported.

 The police will not put mobile speed cameras on Burnley Road as they are too dangerous, how safe are the public if speed is not controlled.

Cllr. Whittle requests the clerk to write to Simon Goff at Burnley Borough Council re building up the wall at the edge of the play area as it presents a danger to small children being the height it is at present.

Cllr. Towneley is to write to the Lancashire Local Access Forum praising the work of the lengthsman.

Cllr. Heginbotham has written to L.C.C. re fingerposts at Mereclough and there is money available for restoration work to be carried out.

A pond officer has been appointed for Lancashire and the pond on Park Road has received recognition.

P.C. Grey has statistics that prove Cliviger has very little crime compared with other wards throughout the Borough.

Cllr. Smith would like to see parking on Curzon Street reverted back to dual purpose for disabled and taxis.

Cllr. Heys reported that the well at the school had dried up & needs to establish whose responsibility it is.

The car park at the wind farm needs gates on to prevent fly tipping.
