51. Minutes of the Last Meeting.

52. Matters Arising.

· Once the contractor for bus shelters has been appointed, the repair of the shelter between Dyneley Ave. & Hilcrest Ave. will be the first to be done.

· A new grit box is required in the Broading Close/ Park Road area.

· A further request to be made to L.H.P. for grit boxes for Dyneley/Buck Clough instead of salt as proposed.

· A full list of grit boxes throughout the Parish to be requested.

· It was resolved to keep the benches on the play area.

Questions to Kitty Ussher M.P.

1. Increase in the cost of school buses

Mrs Usher explained that L.C.C. cut the budget for school transport she disagreed with decision and will raise the issue with the Education Department in London to see if any guidelines are set in place.

2. N.H.S.

The Choose & Book scheme for hospital appointments should be more efficient after a bedding in period when I.T. systems are up & running correctly.

The decision to centralise emergency operations in Blackburn was taken as the staff cover there was 24 hour per day as opposed to staff in Burnley being on call. Planned operations are still to remain in Burnley as well as are common emergency accident treatments.

3. Local Government.

The government is not going to recommend a shake up re a two-tier government. Mrs. Usher would refer a joint venture between Burnley, Pendle & Rossendale.

4. Rural Tourism.

It was recommended to push for Rural Tourism, that agencies come together with evidence to support their claim and Mrs Usher’s office have the power to move things on.

Mrs. Usher was thanked for her support in objections to the proposed Golf Range and thanked for attending the meeting.

53. Lengthsman.

· The bulbs purchased have all been planted throughout the Parish.

· The accounts for the annual audit have been agreed & signed off by the Chair.

55. 16 Mereclough.

· The Chair is holding a meeting with a land agent.
