Minutes of Cliviger Parish Council Meeting held in the Village Hall on 16th February 2007 held in the Village Hall

Pre-meeting Guest speaker – Mrs Sharon Hargraves, BBC - Council Complaints Procedure

Sharon Hargraves spoke regarding the BBC’s complaints procedure. At present the average number of complaints received is 73 per year, which seemed remarkably low.

There appears to be no complaint classification system or a way of differentiating between a ‘complaint’ and an ‘incident’, which needs the Council’s attention.

Sharon invited Parish Councillors to help her in putting together a piece of work to identify complaints and improve the way reporting and followed up can be streamlined. Following a constructive debate Parish Councillors expressed a keen interest in being part of the process, along with other agencies, in taking this issue forward.

Sharon was thanked for her input to the meeting.

Minutes of the Last Meeting.

· Agreement of the last minutes was proposed by A. Pickles and seconded by G. Smith.

Matters Arising.

· Works on Burnley Road near garage complete
· Works on Bacup Road ongoing by private owners
· Gully on Red Lees Road connected to neighbouring gully to prevent flooding
· Some stones removed in the wall on Todmorden Road near traffic lights.

· Following the incorrect spelling of Coproyd Terrace on a replacement sign, a further correctly spelt one has been ordered and should be in situ shortly.

Capital Opportunities Fund.

· There is approximately £19,000 in the Capital Opportunities Fund for the Ward of Cliviger with Worsthorne.

· The money spent is at the discretion of the three ward Councillors, D Heginbotham, M Tattersall & B Turner, with suggestions welcomed from the community.  

· The money is awarded to the Ward of Cliviger with Worsthorne but is not equitably split on a parish basis.  

· £2000.00 has been allocated to redecorating the Village Hall in Holme Chapel

· The following projects have all been put forward by the Parish Council

· Boundary Stone at the A646 / A671 cross roads

· Portable traffic calming signs (joint project with Worsthorne)

· Programme of bulb planting throughout the Parish. (Undertaken 2005 & 2006

· New notice boards throughout the Parish

· Christmas lights for the annual tree at Southward Bottom.  

· Further discussion on this issue centered on the £700 cost of the lights themselves, putting up and dismantling and storage.  Also, the Parish Council wished to know who ‘owned’ the lights; if there was to be an annual ongoing cost for storage etc, considering a tree and some form of decoration had always been previously undertaken by the Borough ‘free of charge’.  Do the lights belong to the Parish or the Council?

Lengthsman.

· The memorial tree at the junction of Red Lees Road/Salterford Lane still needs some attention after storm damage.

· A branch on a tree on Mount Lane has also suffered storm damage.

· The bus shelter at Copy Cottages needs cleaning.
