Minutes of Cliviger Parish Council Meeting held in the Village Hall on 15th June 2007 held in the Village Hall

Proposals re The Holme.

Lynne Simmons gave details of the Hurstwood Groups proposal for the future development of the Holme. It had been purchased by the company in 2005 and after 12 months of negotiation with English Heritage and Burnley Borough Council, they have now submitted a plan for the restoration and development of The Holme.

The exterior is to be re-instated to the same as the original building pre fire using materials in keeping with a Grade 2 listed building. The interior is to be divided into 10 apartments a mix of 1,2 and three bedrooms all with modern interiors finished to a high specification.

The basement is not fit for use but will be ventilated. A lift has been designed into the plan and there is a maintenance package available for the exterior grounds. Interest has already been shown by local residents.

A landscape architect has not as yet been employed to decide which trees are to be felled and establish if they are the subject of a tree preservation order.

An ecologist has done a full survey but more work needs to be done re protected species which inhabit the area.

Security systems may be considered on the sight such as automatic gates or C.C.T.V.

Highways are satisfied with the proposals although there are some conditions to be set.

Thanks were expressed to Lynne Simmons for her presentation.

· A resident from Mount Crescent objected to deliveries to Overtown Farm at 6.15a.m. as being a noise nuisance also the fact that rubble was being tipped on to the farm.

· Interest was shown in the web-site and young groups, cubs, brownies etc. would be encouraged to contribute by contacting Helen Stevens.

· Recycling issues between 401 and 407 Red Less Road, still not resolved.

A majority vote was for option 3 to allow the grants to increase by inflation every year.
