He will not comment on any planning applications.

Standing Orders suspended while residents participate.
Residents:

· A resident who had a planning application refused some years ago wanted to know the reason for the objection by the Parish Council. She was advised to seek advice from The Borough’s Planning Officers who advise before such decisions are taken to appeal.
· A member of the Village Hall Management Committee attended the meeting to respond to any queries Members may have to a letter requesting assistance from the Parish Council towards the cost of repairing the floor in the Village Hall. As custodian of the Hall, members agreed to have the item on the agenda for the next meeting.
· Comments from B.B.C. member:

· The Environment Agency’s legal department is to take enforcement action against the owners of the Holme

· Greenspaces cut daffodils while grass cutting & are to replace them.

· Graffiti removed from Overtown Farm

· Comments from L.C.C. member

· National Autistic Society are holding an open day, details in Village Hall

· Leap Frog funding, there are 14 sources of funding available from interested groups.

· The member is in discussion with Trans Dev under the Joint Lancashire Transport Plan to reinstate a bus route though Walk Mill /Burnley Rd but discussions are at an early stage.

· Members agreed there should be a joint funding committee with the Village Hall to raise funds through available grants.
· Replacement of Lancashire Local has gone through Committee and is to be replaced with Locality where Councillors are to front line but the way forward is a loose template.

· There is a proposal to delegate work to district level

· Local Highways staffing has been reduced considerably.

· County Councillor Brindle is now the deputy in the Cabinet at County.
Standing Orders reinstated.

Police Report
· 21incidents reported, 4 of which were actual crimes, most of which were due to insecure properties/cars and the Police asked residents to be vigilant.

· There have been concerns about the number of “Cold Calling” incidents reported, Police to be asked if there are signs available to display to deter such callers.
Minutes of the Last Meeting.

· Agreement of the minutes of the last meeting were proposed by E. Heys and seconded by M. Hines with no amendments.
Matters Arising.

· Police, L.C.C. & members of the Parish Council held a meeting at the school on 20.04.10 to discuss parking problems, a transport programme is being put in place and feedback to be on the next agenda
· Congestion at the school acts as a calming measure which is why double yellow lines are not in place. A change in the traffic act will enable parking tickets to be issued.
· The European Safety Standards for playgrounds are recommendations only & not mandatory & parents/carers are advised to be responsible for the safety of children.
· The light at the playground is to come under Greenspaces maintenance programme.
· Network Rail did not need planning permission to erect masts for operational purposes.
· Training courses for Parish Councillors/Clerks available at a cost of £190, available dates are to be co-ordinated.
· Contacts for managing web site have been forwarded by clerk from Worsthorne.
· The cost of providing water to proposed new allotment site would be in the region of £1000.
· Worsthorne Estate will consider concerns from parish Council re proposed allotment site.
Environmental Improvements at Overtown.

· Estimates for planters have been received:

· £1550.00 for 3 circular stone planters to include installation.

· £250.00 + VAT for 1 5’ x 5’ square planter including delivery

· D. Heginbotham proposed stone & was seconded by M. Hines, A. Pickles proposed wood & was seconded by M. Heys, and majority was for wooden planters.

· Overtown is a pilot for the improvement scheme but clerk to follow up licensing for other areas within the Parish.
Parish Owned Land
In future, this is to be categorised into allotments & Park Rd. Play area.
· Allotments
· Proposal by M. Hines, seconded by E. Heys that land to the rear of Mount Zion is unsuitable for use as allotments, carried by a majority. Clerk to write to Estate & other sites to be pursued.
· Park Rd Play Area

· The area was used recently for a fund raising duck race. A donation was given to the Parish Council.

· The pavilion has been sanded.

· The former bowling green needs reseeding & top soil spreading but it may need to be later in the season.

· The lengths man is to be requested to fill in hole dug out by children.

Mount Lane Playing Fields

· Members discussed taking a more active role in managing the site. There is a sub committee in place at the moment.

· Estimates have been received to secure the changing rooms ranging between £2000-£2500. Rebuilding gate was £250 & levelling site £200

· E.Heys. proposed to set aside £10,000 from the budget for improvement & maintenance of the site; it was seconded by M. Hines & carried.

· Estimate required for keeping gate & improving posts.

· Members to look at match funding to supplement the amount set out in the budget.

Lengthsman.

· Strim of Broad Ing required.
· Brackets for hanging baskets on bust stop at Overtown need assembling.

· Time sheets indicate the lengthsman is still litter picking & clearing fly tip material. This is work for Streetscene at the Borough Council whose enforcement team will search for evidence to invoke prosecutions.

Boundary Stone Update

· The tenant of the land has in principle given permission for the stone to be placed inside the railings but permission will need to be sought from Worsthorne Estate.

· Application for previous Councillor re vacancy, clerk had been advised co-option was allowed but Chair disputed this. The application was proposed by. Heys & seconded by P. Riley, they will rescind decision if co option is not the correct practise.
· A report was received from the Coal Authority on the suitability of the site to the rear of Mount Zion for allotments.
· Scottish Power would be happy to meet with Parish Council to discuss planning application for wind farm. Members suggest they are invited to present their case again to residents especially proposal for accessing site with machinery etc.
