· New hanging baskets have been stolen, lengthsman to put steps in place to secure in future.

· Voluntary donations for use of the Pavilion proposed by A. Pickles & seconded by P. Riley. Terms & conditions to be drawn up around the use of the pavilion to be brought to the next meeting.
· 3 quotes for repair the Village Hall floor have been received. The Parish Council are in the process of applying for money from the Capital Opportunities Fund to assist with the cost.

· There was a suggestion a sum of £250.00 be donated by the Parish Council, an amendment proposed by E. Heys & seconded by P. Riley to increase the amount to £350.00, the amendment was carried.

· There was a discussion around providing new notice boards throughout the Parish, this will continue through to the next meeting.
Mount Lane Playing Fields

· Following a special site meeting called for all members of the Parish Council at Mount Lane Playing Fields on Sunday, 6th. June 2010. Six members attended the meeting and the following was agreed upon:-
· It was agreed to contract W. Moore for the sum of £200.00 plus V.A.T to 
level and grade and tidy up that area of the play fields to the South West of 
them and also to the front, sides and rear of the pavilion, and that this work 
to be commenced in three weeks time
· That E. Wrathall obtains another estimate for window protection for the 
Pavilion. The Councillors agreed that roller shutters would be most 
appropriate and the best system for help in preventing illegal access to the 
building. The entrance gate to the playing fields will have a new gate made 
and installed in galvanised metal with box section hinging posts.
· That the Parish Council instructs the Clerk to write to the contractor Mr. 
Dwyer who carried out the drainage to the field, to return and fill in all the 
holes along the perimeter of the field that have suffered settling and to 
remove all surplus debris which has been left behind after completion of the 
drainage along the perimeter, especially the far side of the playing field. 
Also, to inform the contractor Mr. Dwyer, that the Parish Council have 
contracted a local firm, to level and grade that area of the playing field in 
front of and to the side and rear of the pavilion, and along the field edge on 
the south west side, and if the contractor, Mr. Dwyer has any soil or similar 
spoil materials of his to remove them. The council cannot be held responsible 
for any material left 14 days after the date of the letter was sent.
· That a letter be written by the Parish Clerk to Burnley Grammar School Old 
Boys Football Association, that the Parish Council request the removal of the 
blue steel container, at the rear of the pavilion within three weeks of the 
date of the letter. This container is causing concern among the residents of 
the area as it is most unsightly and it is only right and proper that their 
respect be considered. If it is not removed within the period stated, the 
Parish Council will instruct a third party to remove it, and the cost be sent 
to the B.G.S.O.B. Assoc.
· Having budgeted in the sum of £10,000.00 it is the Parish Council’s most 
serious intent, to greatly improve the pavilion and its surrounding play area 
to a much higher standard, to enable the residents and children of the School 
and Community groups of the Parish of Cliviger to enjoy this much needed facility. 
Facilities for the disabled users will also be provided. It must be added that 
this undertaking will take some time, and The Parish Council will ensure its ‘
expediency and monitor each step. It is hoped that the work can be completed 
within an acceptable time period. 
· A. Pickles reported that the future of B.G.S.O.B. in respect of using the playing fields in the future will be up for discussion at their A.G.M.
· If this were to be the case, the Parish Council would need to look at grounds maintenance arrangements for the site.
· Clerk to write to school governors to advise them of the improvements being made to the area & how the improved facilities would benefit the children.
