· Road works on Red Lees Rd meant residents in Walk Mill were deprived of their bus service.
· A diversion sign at the Bacup Rd junction has caused confusion for drivers.

· The subject of the future of the Holme was brought up. There had been an article in the Lancashire Life questioning how such a building could be left to get in such a state of disrepair.

· Comments from L.C.C. Highways recently indicate that 20mph limit to brought in for residential areas but the speed limit on A646 is 30-40mph. The Chair to discuss with Cnty Cllr. Brindle.

· The core strategy for Rossendale was read by A. Pickles and he reported that there was nothing that would impede on the Parish.
· He will report on the latest area action plans for Burnley at the next meeting.

· Hanging baskets have been unlawfully removed from Overtown.

· Thanks expressed to Burnley Borough Council for providing bulbs to be planted throughout the Parish.

· Volunteers are required for an organised litter pick, the Chair still has equipment from pick in Worsthorne which also covered part of Red Lees Rd.

· 257 Burnley Rd to the phone box & Park Rd need sweep & clean.

· The initiative to get people off benefits and back to work is causing upset to certain claimants & should target in a more sensitive manner. This is a DWP issue.

· Clerk to write to Vicar to see if damaged light on Lych-gate is till required.

· The Village Hall Committee reported on 2 successful events.

· The remembrance wreath was laid by A. Pickles substituting for the Chair, other Members attended the ceremony.

· Land on Red Lees Road is ear marked for development in the future. Resolution - Clerk to enquire with Planning for more details.
L.C.C.

· Copies of Parish Minutes requested by both Borough & County Councillors, they have been advised as per Democracy Manager, this is not a requisite and the minutes are available on the web site.
· Cnty Cllr. Brindle felt that the complaint sent to Executive member & Jo Turton at LCC was going above her head & undermined her work. This route was taken under instruction from members at the last meeting as the resident was still bringing the same complaint to the meeting. She was now able to report that the complaint has been resolved & there will be two cuts per year on the grass banking in question and she will monitor to ensure the cuts take place.
· She advised members that she had requested a list of outstanding work from the clerk which she had not received. A copy of the response to her was made available to her at the meeting.
· Any further request for work from LCC will be subject to £180 million pound cuts. There is no more resource available for speeding enforcements. A petition on the school traffic calming may help.
· There is a need for a more seamless government with the introduction of Locality Working. With a three tier forum, some services may be devolved between County and Borough, a Parish Member queried the benefits of this.
· Thanks were expressed for the grit bins being in place & for patch works on Bacup Rd.
· The Chair is to meet with Cnty Cllr. Brindle to discuss issues further.
