Standing Orders were reinstated at 7.25 p.m. for the Cliviger Parish Council proceedings to recommence.
Police Report (request by PCSO Johnson to bring forward as he was on duty – agreed by Members)
· 24 incidents reported, 9 of which were actual crimes.

· Speeding instances reported again with a request for the public to be more vigilant in securing property/vehicles.

· Vehicles parked at junction of Red Lees Rd/ Mount Lane are illegally parked if they are not 35 feet from the junction & should have parking lights on after dark.
· Proposed by M. Hines, seconded by P. Riley Resolution: To organise a meeting between L.C.C., Police & Parish Council to discuss parking at this junction.
Incredible Edible
Mary Clear apologised for late arrival to present slide show on how Incredible Edible had evolved in the Todmorden area. It instils a community feeling with planting of fruit trees at a health centre, encouraging healthy eating. Several other projects involved Fire, Police & educational groups. They base their ideals on Community, Children & Education. The presentation was received well by Members & residents & will be on the next agenda for discussion.

Councillor Reports
Parish

· The man hole cover is damaged at 346 Burnley Rd.

· Complaints received from residents at Overtown re a letter requesting donations towards the voluntary work undertaken for improvements to the area. There was no mention that the Parish Council applied for & was successful in obtaining a grant for the improvement work from the “Green Partnership”. The Parish Council has already subscribed an amount towards the work. Residents were also concerned that certain work was being carried out without consent from appropriate bodies.

· A car at the bottom of Longfield Terrace is parking on the pavement, blocking access to pedestrians & restricting the view of drivers exiting the garage.

· Road marking on Park Road need repainting & a 20mph sign would be welcomed by residents.

· Details of Cllr G. Smith no longer on website, clerk to address with H. Stevens.

· The bus shelter at Dyneley Ave has been cleared of litter.

· The damaged sign at the bottom of Greencliffe Lane is missing, clerk to check if repair in progress.

· The finger post at Mereclough has not been replaced.

· Cllr. Pickles has been in touch with Environment Agency re the requirements for a waste licence for the movement of waste from the L.C.C. yard & there are circumstances where a licence is required.

· The Magic show in the Village Hall was a success.
· Overhanging trees at Mereclough Cemetery have been cleared and moss cleared from pavement.
Borough
· The Chair reported that redundancies of staff from the Borough Council have now come into effect and there may be more in future years.

· Clerk to chase new legislation brought in regarding zigzag markings at the school as irresponsible parents are still parking there.
·  A cul-de-sac sign was requested for Park Rd.
L.C.C. 
· L.C.C. has promised the grass cutting schedule will be of a uniform standard throughout the Parish.

· The L.C.C. depot is only meant to be used for storage of salt & maintenance of adjoining banking is to be monitored.

· There is an increase in funding available for volunteer groups, any interested groups should contact County Cllr. Brindle.

· Neighbourhood Management teams are to be widened to include the whole Borough which is a good opportunity for rural areas to take advantage.
