Standing Orders were reinstated at 7.25 p.m. for the Cliviger Parish Council proceedings to recommence.

Queen’s Diamond Jubilee (brought forward on agenda as resident had information to present to Members, agreed by Members)

· Quotes were received for the hire of a marquee, in the region of £2,500.
· Cllr. M. Heys to co-ordinate event planning.
· Sports Field booked for 2nd-5th June 2012.
· Fund raising events to be organised to raise the money required to ensure the event is a success.
· Any profits thereafter to be shared with other organisations within the Parish.
· Sponsorship from local firms to be considered.
· L.A.L.C. to be approached for any assistance they could offer.
· Working group to approach Capital Opportunities Fund for any available grant money. Proposed by E. Heys & seconded by M. Hines
· C. Towneley proposed moving £1000.00 to fund raiser account, seconded by E. Heys. Resolution: Clerk to move money.

 Police Report 

· 27 Incidents reported, 3 of which were actual crimes.

· SPiD is out of order which is why there have been no speed checks during the month. Briercliffe Parish Council has shown an interest in using it & PCSO suggested they fund the repair.
· Members not happy that the matter of parked vans on Park Rd and vehicles parked on chevrons at end of Greencliffe Lane were noted by PCSO as resolved. Resolution: Clerk to take matter back to PCSO with copy to Sgt. R. Owen based at Burnley.
· In light of another accident on Burnley Rd, Members & residents are encouraged to report all accidents to Police so that accurate statistics can be gathered in an effort to support the need for traffic calming.

Minutes of the Last Meeting.

Amendments: 

· Proposal to have financial statement available at each meeting.
· Vans parked on Park Rd. Are causing an obstruction to drivers & is an ongoing issue.

· There is now a revised version available from NALC, Clerk has checked with L.A.L.C. who inform that NALC had given out the wrong information so the original amended Standing Orders to be reviewed by Democracy & the item to be presented at the next meeting.

Councillor Reports

Parish

· The flag to mark Armed Forces Day is to be flown from the war memorial & Members to look into investing in a permanent flag pole.
· All grass cutting throughout the Village was unsatisfactory with Green Lane, School Lane & Mount Lane being missed.
· Overgrowing bushes from the Holme are causing an obstruction to pedestrians & pushing the perimeter wall on to the road.
· There is a meeting of Higher Red Lees Neighbourhood Watch at Thornton Arms on 07.07.11 at 7.30 p.m.
· Footpaths on A646 from traffic lights are in need of repair.
· Footpath from A646 to Broad Ing Close is in need of cleansing.
· Pot hole reported on Park Rd were repaired on the same day of report which was much appreciated.
· The bowling green is still on the web site as a facility. Clerk to inform webmaster.
· P. Riley will represent Parish Council at a Question Time event including Borough Council representatives.
· There was a mixed reaction from residents re felling of trees at Mereclough memorial garden. Ideas for panting fruit trees on the site to be brought to next meeting.
· Ironwork sign from Mereclough has still not been replaced, Chair to chase.
· C. Towneley proposed holding a bonfire event this year, seconded by K. Whittle who offered her time in assisting Cllr. Towneley.
· Members expressed regret that there is no longer a Police presence in the Village with proposal that the Police house will be sold.
· There was a request that the replacement signs for Mereclough should be in black & white with Cliviger to be included in the name.
· Irresponsible parking at School have caused obstruction on Station Rd, the School has been requested to remind parents about their responsibilities.
· Greenspaces are dealing with trees at steps to the side of Mount Zion Chapel.
· C. Towneley proposed, seconded by P. Riley that S.Wilby look at notice boards. Resolved: S. Wilby to look at constructing new notice boards with dimensions provided.

Borough

· Residents parking partly on pavement on Burnley Rd. near Village Hall are a concern as pedestrians’ access is compromised.

L.C.C. 

County Cllr Brindle has several items to report:-
 
· Different standards of grass cutting provided by BBC & LCC were a concern.
· Dilapidated wall at junction of A646 & Todmorden road still outstanding.
· Pot hole reports were being dealt with as a priority.
· Recommend Members to use 3 tier forum to highlight concerns where all levels of Councils are represented with Burnley being a pilot in this scheme, the opportunity should be used to the best advantage.
· There were 4 priority areas outlined for 20 m.p.h. limits within County Cllr’s area, Cliviger was not taken into account for this initiative. This is a matter of concern for County Cllr who feels there are several areas which would benefit within the Village from speed restrictions. Burnley Rd. & Bacup Rd. Are considered as main roads where there is limited scope to impose such reductions. The question was raised as to why Weir & Bacup have so many speed awareness facilities in a short distance. Volunteers would be welcomed to act as speed monitors.
· The household waste recycling centre has now relocated to Bancroft Rd.
· Proposal from G. Smith, seconded by P. Riley that highway telephone numbers to be better advertised. Action: Clerk to advise webmaster of relevant numbers.
· County Cllr Member Grant Application forms have been sent to 3 voluntary groups; Beavers, Brownies & Luncheon Club.

· Community Engagement Officer to be invited to attend a Parish Council meeting.

· The contractor has advised that work on the windows will shortly be completed.
· The football club were advised that all the work done on the pavilion, whilst appreciated, does not confer proprietarily right to the property which is for use by the Parish.
· The booking of the facility needs to be co-ordinated so that the Parish Council is aware of events & to ensure that adequate insurance cover has been addressed.
· C. Towneley proposed, seconded by K. Whittle that a meeting with the School needs to take place along with a meeting of the current Management Committee.
· C. Towneley proposed, seconded by E. Heys that G. Smith be on Management Committee. Resolved:  G. Smith now on Management Committee for playing fields.
